Despite the relatively pleasant winter weather, it
is very likely that everyone is still anxious to get
outdoors and enjoy another great summer at the
lake. At the 2009 General Meeting the Board
outlined plans to expand its advocacy and lake
stewardship role by partnering with other groups.
As a result, we have liaised with West Nipissing
officials and joined the ranks of the Federation
of Ontario Cottage Associations. It has been a
reasonably quiet winter, but the Board has met
to install the 2009 officers and address items as
required.

The Board has been active addressing the following
issues.

ENVIRONMENTAL PRACTICES

The Board encourages everyone to make “green”
a priority in and around our lake. Everyone using
the lake has a personal responsibility to protect
water quality and our ecology. Please don't let your
actions inhibit others from enjoying their time at the
lake or threaten their real estate investment. This
is an honor system. Each one of us must do our
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share by maintaining our septic systems; ensuring
“grey water” does not enter the lake and adopting
environmentally safe daily practices.

CLEAR LAKE ROAD REPAIRS

Some residents voiced concerns that there was too
much of a crown on the new roadway. Mr. Ethier
promised that this would be reported to the West
Nipissing CAO and addressed during future grading.
Mr. Barbeau provided a written response to the
Board on this issue and suggested the municipality
would provide better notice of future construction
projects that may affect constituents. It would
appear that re-grading has addressed the crowning
issue as no further complaints have been received.
The Board will continue to monitor municipal
announcement of future projects.

BEAVER DAMMING

Concerns regarding high lake water levels, erosion
of Clear Lake shoreline and potential flooding of
Clear Lake Rd. near Tanner Lake were reported

to Mr. Barbeau. He confirmed that these issues

fall within the purview of the Ministry of Natural
Resources and also provided contact information.
The Board agreed to suspend action on this issue
to see whether it remained an issue in 2010. At the
writing of this newsletter, there is no apparent need
to ask the MNR to take any remedial action.



DUMPING CONSTRUCTION FILL IN LANDFILL

The Board advises that the practice of using free
construction fill represents a cost saving to the
municipality as fill is routinely required to bury
refuse.

CLEAR LAKE AREA CLEAN-UP

Carole Anne Friedrich convinced the municipality
to provide the cleanup crew free access to the
landfill. She and her volunteers completed the
Spring Cleanup this year as planned. During the
course of the cleanup it became apparent that
unknown parties have illegally dumped large dump
items in two areas off of Clear Lake Rd. In an effort
to address this Carole Anne successfully enlisted
the services of a Tribune reporter who published an
article discouraging future dumping of this nature.
Well done!

NO REPORTED BREAK-INS

Residents have not reported any break-ins over the
winter months. Residents are reminded to remain
vigilant and report any suspicious activities, strange
vehicles etc. to the police along with licence plate
numbers if available.
